	A Chronic Nuisance Property Abatement Ordinance 
is being pushed through quickly by the City of DeKalb.  It covers ALL residential property within the 
city – and it levies serious fines against offenders.
NUISANCE VIOLATIONS?

· Do you know single family homes are subject to inspection?

· Will an 8-inch dandelion put you in hot water 
with the city?

· How about peeling paint or a small rubbish pile?
· Do you know the current rules for Code Violations?
      City officials say this ordinance is aimed at reducing 
serious crimes in the city but includes even minor violations. They say they want to make property owners responsible for chronic nuisances but would hold you responsible for things out of your control. The proposal puts an unfair burden on property owners and would impact residents throughout DeKalb.
      This ordinance opens the door for home inspectors to 
have powers that exceed those of the police AND violates 
your Fourth Amendment rights.
      The new ordinance would give the city the ability to 
regulate, restrain, dominate, counteract or govern conduct 
that occurs on a property it deems to be a nuisance based 
on 3 or more “nuisance activities” in a 12-month period. 
     The nuisances cited in the ordinance are broad and
vague, giving the City too much power over your property rights. 

      Fines between $250-$1,000 could be imposed and 
                    property could be seized.
	Contact your alderman now!

· Let them know you are opposed to the proposed Chronic Nuisance Property Abatement Ordinance.  

· Tell them you want the City to more aggressively enforce the laws already in the Municipal Code–they more than 
adequately cover these issues.

· Ask them not to rush this ordinance through and to 
schedule sufficient hearings to give all residents the 
opportunity for input.

· Tell them to form a task force of residents and property 
owners to offer input.

· Tell them the vast majority of property owners in DeKalb 
are responsible. Better enforcement of current regulations makes more sense than a blanket policy introduced at a 
time when the city budget needs help with a shortfall.

· Tell them you also are concerned about the proposed 
Rental Property Licensing and Inspections Ordinance 
because it gives the City the right to unreasonable 
search and seizure.

· Tell them you are concerned property seizures will add to 
the already high number of foreclosures in DeKalb—244 this year, compared to 71 in 2007.
Stay informed and watch for 
upcoming City Council meetings 
where these issues will be addressed.
